“How Women End Up on the “Glass CIiff” is a quick read in Harvard Business Review Jan-Feb 2011
issue. Researchers showed how when an organization is running smoothly, a male candidate is more
likely to be picked for the top job (status quo bias).

When there is trouble, people perceive a need to put a woman in place to see if more stereotypically
“female” skills will save the day. So among organizations with a history of male leadership, a woman is
more likely to get to the top in risky times.

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Patricia Caruso Retires from Michigan DOC

Recently recognized as the nation’s best correctional administrator, Caruso stepped
down after nearly eight years as Director, and 25 years with the Michigan Depart-
ment of Corrections.

During her career, Ms Caruso has served as an Assistant Business Manager, Busi-
ness Manager, Warden, Regional Prison Administrator, Deputy Director for Correc-
tional Facilities Administration, and Director. She is well regarded in correctional
circles nationally, having served as President of the North American Association of
Wardens and Superintendents and until recently as President of the Association of State Correctional Ad-
ministrators. She is currently the Vice President of the American Correctional Association and serves on
the Board of Directors for AWEC.

Looking back on her tenure as Director, she said that she was fortunate to rise through the ranks at a
time when women had opportunities to compete and promote. She is proud of her time as Director
and said nobody could do this job facing the challenges the Department has faced without the wonder-
ful hardworking people who serve each day.

Ms Caruso recently reflected on what it meant to serve as Director of the MDOC. She said, “ I am
proud to have worked with such a great group of professionals who have made a tremendous impact on
corrections and I will never again be part of something as professionally significant as being Director
of the Michigan Department of Corrections. The brave men and women of this Department have my
sincere gratitude and admiration.”
